						Small children often ask the biggest questions, and in Frederick—which, happily,
 turns fifty this year—preschoolers meet a kindred spirit whose wide-ranging
 curiosity about the world is matched by a secure sense of his place in it. As the
 story begins, Frederick and his fellow mice are preparing for winter, but not all
 in the same way. While his companions stockpile nuts, corn, and other edibles,
 Frederick sits calmly to one side, gathering “sun rays . . . colors . . . and words,”
 as he says, to brighten the cold, dark days ahead. No one lives on bread alone,
 this unassuming yet surprisingly sophisticated fable goes on to show us when
 Frederick’s seemingly up-in-the-clouds efforts more than prove their worth.
 Thank you, Leo Lionni, for reminding us that art and story—and the picture books
 we read and remember—feed and nourish us, too.

						As one of the twentieth century’s foremost graphic designers, Lionni devoted
 his life to making the world a more beautiful, well-ordered, and joyful place. As a
 latter-day Aesop and picture-book artist, he found perhaps the best way of all to
 do this. Lionni’s playful cut-paper collages, with their loving concern for texture,
 color, and form, are not just images on the page but also invitations to preschoolers
 to make their own sticky-fingered scissors-and-paste art. His nimble tale of
 Frederick the brave, unwavering poetic soul is a clarion call for us to be our own
 true selves. Why read Frederick? For the age-old questions Leo Lionni asks us to
 think about, and for the ageless art he asks us simply to enjoy.
