Rory Mullarkey – Writer

Rory grew up in Manchester. The Royal Exchange staged his first two professional plays, Cannibals and Single Sex, along with his translation of Anton Chekhov’s The Cherry Orchard. His other original plays include Mates in Chelsea, Pity, Saint George and the Dragon, The Wolf from the Door, Each Slow Dusk and The Grandfathers. He has also translated Three Sisters and The Oresteia for Shakespeare’s Globe and Remembrance Day for the Royal Court, and written the libretti for three operas: The Skating Rink, Coraline and The Way Back Home. Rory’s work has won him a Pearson bursary for the Royal Exchange, the Harold Pinter Commission for the Royal Court, the James Tait Black Prize for Drama, and co-won him the Abraham Woursell Prize and the George Devine Award for Most Promising Playwright.


James Macdonald – Director

James was an Associate Director of the Royal Exchange in the early 1990s, directing Loves Labours Lost and Richard III – both starring Linus Roache. These days he is mostly directs new plays. He was an Associate at the Royal Court for 14 years, and has directed 28 world premiere productions there, including Rory Mullarkey’s Wolf from the Door. He has worked for almost all of the other major new writing theatres in London and New York. A number of these productions have transferred to the West End and Broadway, where he has also directed classic plays by Edward Albee, Tennessee Williams, Sam Shepard – and recently Samuel Beckett’s Waiting for Godot. He has collaborated most frequently with the playwrights Caryl Churchill, Sarah Kane, Annie Baker, Mike Bartlett, Lucy Kirkwood, Sam Grabiner and Martin Crimp.


Laura Hopkins – Designer

Laura is an award-winning set and costume designer, working throughout the UK and internationally in theatre, opera, dance and experimental performance.
