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PREFACE

Records of English Court Music aims to present a new calendar of the material relating to music and musicians of the English court, incorporating many hitherto unpublished items. Previous volumes have reexamined earlier work in the field: Henry Cart de Lafontaine, The King’s Musick (London, 1909), Willibald Nagel, Annalen der englischen Hofmusik von der Zeit Heinrichs VIII, bis zum Tode Karls. I (1509–1649) (Leipzig, 1894), the lists of royal musicians printed in The Musical Antiquary, and numerous other archival studies (noted in the various prefaces).

Volume VIII is projected to be the last in the series (apart from a comprehensive index) and is principally concerned with the State and Treasury Papers. Both of these areas are well-known to scholars through the published Calendars, but the attempt here to extract the music references and present them in greater detail and in chronological sequence is illuminating, especially now that they can be set alongside the material set out in earlier RECM volumes. Also included are the Elizabethan entries from the Calendar of Patent Rolls (published to 1588, with a MS list for later years at the PRO), together with the relatively few references from the Acts of Privy Council (published to 1631).

Much remains to be done, and I am the first to acknowledge that my work on the years 1485–1714 will require modification in time to come as omissions and corrections emerge. But I hope that RECM provides a firm base for assessing the musical developments at the English court in the Tudor and Stuart years, through a systematic search of likely documents.


ACKNOWLEDGEMENTS

I am deeply indebted to the staff at the Public Record Office for their splendid service throughout the years that RECM has been in progress. It has never ceased to amaze me that these vast series of books, rolls and papers are systematically listed, boxed and cared for, and can be produced as a matter of routine. I wish them well as the Chancery Lane material moves to join that already at Kew, but am glad that I have completed the bulk of my searches while most of what I needed to examine was still in central London. Although a mere 35 miles from home (as the crow flies), a round trip to Kew by public transport takes nearly five hours, so others must take up the challenge of calendaring the mediaeval and post-1714 eras - or will the forthcoming technological revolution bring the documents home at the flick of a switch or click of a mouse?

My sincere thanks are also due to the other institutions who hold material and to the librarians who have so kindly assisted me in the course of my research. I am especially grateful to the Dean and Chapter of Westminster, the British Library, and the Bodleian Library for permission to publish the items from their collections which appear in this volume. The material from Lady Margaret Beaufort’s papers is published by permission of the Master, Fellows and Scholars of St. John’s College, Cambridge, and I thank the archivist Malcolm G. Underwood for his help. I am grateful to the Marquess of Salisbury for permission to print the petition of Alfonso Ferrabosco, and to Mr R. Harcourt Williams, archivist at Hatfield House, for supplying a copy of it. Of course there are many other relevant items at Hatfield and other ‘stately homes’ around the country, but it has not been part of my brief to collect them; the calendars of the Historical Manuscripts Commission provide a wealth of material in this regard.

Fiona Kisby has been of enormous help with the early documents and I am most grateful to her for so readily supplying transcriptions and information. Further fruits of her work will appear in the Biographical Dictionary. Dr. Susan James has kindly provided transcriptions of relevant items from the accounts of Queen Katherine Parr; her forthcoming book on the Queen sets these in context. John Harley has supplied numerous items, some printed here and some to be better placed in the Biographical Dictionary. The late John Bennett, Peter Holman, John Robinson, David Skinner, and Robert Spencer have all kindly directed me to sources noted in the present volume. Michael Wilson informs me that there is another copy of the Henry VIII inventory (see RECM VII, pp. 383–398) in the National Art Library at the Victoria & Albert Museum. To these and to many others who have contributed information and transcriptions which I have used I tender my most grateful thanks.


INTRODUCTION

This volume is a miscellany based on two major series of documents: the State Papers, and the Treasury Papers and Books. There are published calendars of both series, and my aim here has been to examine the entries pertaining to music and musicians and, when necessary, provide a more detailed account than was possible in the official general surveys. It has not been the easiest of tasks to cover so much ground and I have no doubt that in spite of my best endeavours items will have been missed. Large parts of the State Papers are now to be viewed on microfilm only -convenient in that this speeds up examination of volumes where commonly just one or two music entries occur, but inconvenient when battling to transcribe faint and illegible handwriting (as for some of the letters of James I’s reign which describe masques). The class-lists of Chancery Lane material are currently undergoing extensive revision, so one has to flit between the old books and the new ‘Standard List’. (References remain unchanged of course).

With no comparable prior search on which to lean, the compilation of RECM has ensured that I have constantly learned about new documents as work has progressed. I am still learning. Hindsight based on experience has led me to re-examine a few items - such as the funeral list for Henry VIII, where some now-familiar names were previously overlooked, perhaps because the names themselves were hitherto unfamiliar, or because they actually appear under unlikely headings. Some documents, temporarily withdrawn for repair, become available again - so now I have been able to record E101/425/9; others, like E405/508, were simply overlooked. British Library, Stowe MS 571 was listed in vol, VII, but not actually printed there, for which my apologies; it appears here. As in other volumes an Addenda provides a safety-net for items which surface while final copy and indexes are being prepared. In short researchers following in my footsteps should not assume that every last reference has been found and printed.

The pre-1558 material, then, supplements that in RECM VII, much of it supplied through the kindness of colleagues. Most of the Elizabethan material here comes from the Patent Rolls, the Acts of the Privy Council, and lists of foreigners in the State Papers and Lay Subsidy Rolls (E179) - see the separate descriptions below. In James I’s reign a principal feature is the outstanding series of letters from John Chamberlain to Sir Dudley Carleton (see Books Cited - Letters), and a few others, which contain numerous references to performances of masques. I have transcribed these descriptions (apart from a few casual references to masques being postponed or abandoned), some from the originals and some from the published edition.

Charles I’s reign provides a wide variety of items: numerous routine warrants (SP38 and SP39) and short lists of Exchequer payments, all largely duplicating material published in RECM III, together with an interesting collection of petitions, disputes, reports and orders. One fruitful area which seems to have escaped previous notice is the substantial collection of papers for the households of Henrietta Maria and Catherine of Braganza in LR5 (Exchequer: Office of Auditors of Land Revenue). While these are largely concerned with non-musical items, a systematic search through the hundreds of separate documents in each box has been rewarded by the discovery of a number of interesting items pertaining to the Queens’ musical establishments. It is also good to add two substantial lists to documents already published chronicling payments made by the Cromwellian regime to the servants of Charles I and his family (SP17/H, Nos. 21 and 22).

It is not until after the Restoration that the Treasury Papers come into their own. When studied with related petitions and other financial papers (many already published in RECM I, II and V), they present a vivid record of the traumatic hardship endured by the court musicians in the 1660s, and of the endeavours of the hard-pressed officials to alleviate their sufferings as fairly and consistently as was possible. There were other times of difficulty, notably at the end of William III’s reign, but nothing to compare with the crisis of the later 1660s.

What remains to be done? To judge by the numerous surviving petitions, Chancery proceedings and other law-related items will provide a fruitful source for further material. So will leases of Crown and other land. Some notice of the lay subsidy returns other than those directly listing the royal household is given in the current volume, but this only scratches the surface. I had hoped to make a systematic search of the E115 certificates of residence (600+ books and bundles), but a combination of train strikes and suspension of bulk ordering made this a non-starter. The Privy Seal documents will be worth investigation, particularly where the grants are for non-routine items. Some major collections of likely material have been exported (such as John Browne’s papers in the Osborne collection at Yale); only on-site searches will reveal what they can offer. The propensity of court officials to maintain (and in some cases to collect) both official and personal memoranda ensures that where their collections survive there is likely to be further information concerning music and musicians at the Tudor and Stuart court.


NOTES ON THE SOURCES

STATE PAPERS

Those who arranged the State Papers were faced with a mass of undated documents. They placed these to the best of their knowledge, either at the end of a particular month, or in some cases at the end of a year in which they believed the documents to have been written. Petitions are invariably undated, for instance, but information from other sources can sometimes give them a context. Using such information, I have moved a number of items from the places given in the official Calendar, at the same time providing an explanation of the move.

There are considerable numbers of documents involving musicians which are not directly connected with music. I have been somewhat selective in choosing which to present here, but have done my best to give references to them all for the guidance of interested searchers. Thus I have not detailed the controversy surrounding Innocent Lanier and his commercial activities, nor the dealings of Nicholas Lanier in acquiring the Mantua art collection for Charles I. For the latter the reader is referred to the fine account now available: Michael I. Wilson, Nicholas Lanier, Master of the King’s Musick (Scolar Press, Aldershot, 1994.

Lists of ‘Strangers’

Since the State Papers incorporate many lists of ‘strangers’ in London, it seemed worthwhile to record the musicians from these, as previously published by the Huguenot Society of London [see Books Cited - Kirk, and Hug/S]. Other related lists published by the Society are taken mainly from the E179 Lay Subsidy Rolls and some of these have also been included here. I have not looked at the originals (except for items summarised in Hug/S) and readers should note that there are many more lists which would incorporate musicians, which have not been examined. Names of native-born English musicians, for instance, are entirely omitted from the material presented here. Recently the London Record Society has published Tudor Subsidy Lists for 1541 and 1582 as vol. 29 of its series (see ‘Books Cited’). The names of court musicians who could be safely identified are given in the Addenda.

The Clerks of the Signet also served as Clerks to the Secretaries of State, so some Signet Office material appears among the State Papers. SP38/, for instance, is the collected remnants of separate docquets or summaries of items passed by the Signet Office. Some are still loose, but others have been bound into volumes. They duplicate exactly the wording of the docquets entered into books (SO3). Where the latter survive, they have been printed in vols. III - VI. For the sake of clarity and completeness the SP38 entries are included here, even though most of them simply duplicate the S03 material already recorded. Their survival is patchy. In a number of cases, however, they supply exact dates rather than just the months recorded in S03.

PRIVY PURSE

I am indebted to Peter Holman for drawing my attention to Bodleian Library, MS Malone 44. This eighteenth century transcription is headed ‘Extracts from an account book of Mr Baptist May, Privy Purse to King Charles the Second’. No trace of the original is known, or indeed of other books like it. The entries cover 1666–1669, and apart from the usual casual payments to morris dancers, a ‘cripple that danced’, and so on, is of particular interest in confirming that the King’s Italian Musick was paid from this source.

PATENT ROLLS

C66/. Full transcriptions of what are often lengthy legal documents are outside the scope of this book. My aim has been to locate as many music-related items as possible, to provide precise references and dates for them and to indicate something of their content. In the case of grants of land this will normally include notice of the counties (and where possible the manors or parishes) concerned, but is unlikely to detail names of tenants, field names, or complicated histories of previous grants of the land - all of which may well be present in the entry. I have referred to the printed calendars of items up to 1587, and these will generally provide more details than I include. There is a modern list of names of grantees for the remainder of Elizabeth’s reign which is on open access in the Round Room of the PRO and this was searched. Early manuscript lists of the contents of Patent Rolls for later reigns (and which incorporate lists of names apparently made in the 18th or 19th centuries) are on open access in the Long Room. It would appear that the 18th/19th century compilers searched the original rolls, for their indexes of names include some which do not appear in the main part of the volumes. The latter include names of grantees, dates, and a few words from which it is often possible to deduce whether or not content of the entry is linked to known grants (usually the Signet Office docquets of S03 and SP38, or patents gathered into patent books in the Exchequer series). Where this is the case, I have been content just to record the reference. Where the item is not clearly identified from other sources, I have usually examined the entry and endeavoured to provide a summary. There are many doubtful cases (where names of musicians are identical with other non-musical men) and generally I have shied away from getting too involved with these queries.

TREASURY BOOKS

The Calendar of Treasury Books [CTB] for the years 1660–1714 runs to fifty-seven large volumes, an astonishing mass of material to add to the financial items already noted in RECM. It was the Treasury Lords who made the decisions as to the distribution of the money coming in to the royal coffers and it is fascinating to see them at work (in the Treasury Minute Books) and to note the extraordinary feats of leger-de-main they performed in an effort to keep the enterprise afloat. This is especially true, of course, in the crisis years around 1667–8, when the money ran out. I suspect that, like myself, those who have sought information about music in the CTB have generally been content to search for particular documents, names or groups, and that the whole picture has somewhat eluded us. It has certainly been instructive to attempt to extract all relevant musical material for inclusion in the present volume, and I believe it will be helpful for future research to have the bulk of these references in one place. I say ‘the bulk’ because, inevitably with such a massive source, I have worked from the indexes to the printed calendar. Experience shows that these are not entirely fool-proof: musicians are not always called ‘musicians’, so are excluded from the appropriate place in the index, or entries may unexpectedly throw up the names of long-dead or ‘retired’ persons, whom one had written-off for active consideration. I have done my best to cover these eventualities, but crave indulgence for any which have escaped my notice. Futhermore, when I included the Secret Service accounts for 1689–1700 (T38/734-6) on pp. 275–8 of RECM V, I had no idea that these were all grouped in CTB vol. XVII (under the year 1702). I have not reprinted these particular entries here.

I have not duplicated word for word the CTB entries, but have extracted the core information concerning music and musicians. For instance, I have excluded the details of where the money originated for the payments -Hearth Money, Customs, Loans, etc. (which is given in the CTB) - and usually I have condensed the matter of the titles and names of the various officials, which is very repetitive. The Treasury Minutes are fully transcribed in the CTB and are reproduced here. Elsewhere, there is little to be gained in most instances from searching the originals (the CTB provides excellent summaries) and I have not done so. The exceptions (which I have examined) are the petitions and one or two other items, where it seemed worthwhile seeking out original content and wording, and discovering whether the piece is an original document or a contemporary transcription by an official. As usual, I have marked these transcriptions within ‘…’; those quotations taken directly from CTB without further checking are within “…”. Transcriptions of original texts are shown within ‘…’. Unchecked transcriptions of original texts from secondary sources are show within ‘…’. Elsewhere spelling has usually been modernised and phrasing adjusted to present the material as concisely as possible. Original spellings of all names is retained throughout and lists are made to conform as closely as possible to their arrangement in the documents. Original forms of instrument names are also retained where ambiguity might arise - as between ‘viol’ and ‘violin’. Some punctuation has been added for clarity. Numbering has been converted from Roman to Arabic (except for the Chapel Royal register and Margaret Beaufort accounts, where a diplomatic transcription is used). Abbreviated word-endings have been expanded without comment. Regnal years are given in their modern form, with e.g. 1660/1 for the perios 1 January – 24 March in each year. Any material within square brackets is editorial. Original signatures are shown bold, either in full, or as S. (S) denotes that no original signature is present, but that the scribe recorded that one was used. Any cases which demand special treatment are noted separately.

Previously-published references are given in square brackets at the end of each entry. Abbreviations used are shown in the list of ‘Books Cited’ above.

While every care has been taken in compiling this calendar, the extent and nature of the exercise makes it likely that additions and corrections will emerge. I should be glad to hear of any.
