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“The toughest thing about doing any super
hero series is producing the very first issue. If the
introductory story doesn’t grab the readers, the
chances are they won’t come back for the subse-
quent issues. Well, in the case of Daredevil, luck
was with us. | had just run into the legendary Bil
Everett, creator of Prince Namor the Sub-Mariner,
after having lost track of him for a number o
years. Bill told me he’d like to try his hand at a new
super hero. That was all | had to hear,” Stan Lee
explained in an introduction to a collection of early
Daredevil material. “Within minutes, | had chewe:
Bill’s ear off about our newest concept, a blind
lawyer named Matt Murdock who was the world’s
greatest and most agile crime-fighting gymnast.

From the drop, the intent for Daredevil and
his alter ego Matt Murdock was to be a power-
ul metaphor for justice itself. By day, the vigilante
Daredevil was known as defense attorney Matt
Murdock, who, along with his legal partner an
est friend Foggy Nelson and his love interest an
secretary Karen Page, defended the innocent in
court. As recounted in his origin issue, Murdock
was blinded in an accident as a young teen when
he pushed an elderly man out of the way of an
oncoming truck. Though Murdock dodged the car
too, he was doused with an unspecified mix of toxic
chemicals in the process (a recurring theme in '60s
Marvel comics—the power of “radioactive” materi-
als), which ultimately stole his sight but gifted him
with something unexpected.

Murdock, however, was granted an array of
enhanced senses in exchange for the loss of his
vision, including an additional “radar” sense that
allowed him to figure out shapes and movement,
akin to a bat’s use of echolocation.

“In a sense, the first eleven issues of Daredevil
are a virtual microcosm of comic book history,”
Lee said. “Almost everything that can happen to a
fledgling series happened to the Man Without Fear.
We had changes in artists, changes in inkers, and
changes in costume (by issue number seven, Wally

The pages of Daredevil’s first appearance in
his own series featured Jack Kirby's initial design
concept, which was inked by Everett. The cover
boldly announces, “Remember when we intro-
duced . . . Spider-Man?” alongside a quick shot
of Marvel’s star arachnid, above the Kirby-Everett
shot of the yellow and black-clad Daredevil. The
text continues: “Now we continue the mighty
Marvel tradition with...DAREDEVIL!”

The cover also gives readers a quick peek
at Matt Murdock’s supporting cast, including
“fun-loving” Foggy Nelson and the “gorgeous”
Karen Page, before leaving readers with a big
tease: “Can you guess why Daredevil is DIFFERENT
from all other crime-fighters...?”

The character’s first appearance, though
somewhat perfunctory, gives readers all the tools
and plot elements that would become essential
to Daredevil’s evolution over the years, starting
as a character made from the Spider-Man mold
and transforming into the edgy, noir, and realistic
hero he would become.

In the first issue, we meet Daredevil’s father,
the punch-drunk boxer “Battlin” Jack Murdock,
who is raising Matt alone and teaching his son to

avoid the brawls and violence that have marred
his own life, exhorting him to become a better
man. Lee and Everett then introduce readers to the
key moment of Daredevil’s origin that will remain
a constant throughout the character’s publication
history: young Matt saving an elderly blind man
from a truck barreling out of control. To support
his son and to pay his medical bills, Jack Murdock
must return to the boxing ring, but the aging pugi-
list can only get work with the help of a low-rent
mobster known as the Fixer. When he’s asked to
take a fall during a fight, Jack refuses, and the
elder Murdock is killed by the Fixer’s men.

Discovering that his father has been killed but
also aware of the promise he’d made his dad to
not use violence, Matt dons the yellow-and-black
costume of Daredevil to bring his killers to justice.
When he corners the Fixer himself, the mobster
dies from a heart attack before Daredevil can ap-
prehend him.

So ends the first issue of the ongoing Daredevil
series, firmly planting many of the key elements
that would remain essential to every iteration of
the hero for his publication and media history and
opening the door for one of the most fascinat-
ing and complicated character journeys in Marvel
Comics’ long history.
